1. No new personnel.

2. Cut personal services by at least $5,000.00.

3. No mileage reimbursement.

4. No overtime without prior approval; use flextime if possible.

5. No credit card charges.

6. No new expenses without a prior approved purchase order by the Commission.  Vendors listed on the budget projection sheet dated Nov. 15th will be approved with the regular voucher process.

7. Fuel budget is capped at $5,000.00.

8. Vehicle service, repairs, tires, etc. must be prior approved with a purchase order by the Commission.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Dan Bath, Sheriff, Kirk Hartnett, Corrections Administrator and Madeleine Hartnett, Office Manager presented their weekly report. The following items were discussed: jail inmate population of 62 inmates consisting of 16 inmates from Sedgwick County, 2 inmates from Montgomery County, 1 inmate from Chautauqua County, and 2 inmates from the City of Fredonia.  They also reported that a hot water mix value at the LEC was repaired, and that deputies assisted Elk County with a meth lab emergency.  The Commission presented & explained their budget spending plan to the Sheriff to be effective immediately.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented a right-of-way permit for RWD #10 which was approved by consensus.  He also presented the Conservation District FY2012 budget certification for signature.  He also informed the Commission that the 911 Advisory Board recommended Bambie Rimel as 911 Director.  The Commission requested that an interview with Bambie be scheduled for next Monday at 5:30 p.m.
