CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Lair called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Lair led the flag salute.

MINUTES:

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the agenda as presented, and approve the minutes of April 13, 2015 as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPT. REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  He also presented a right-of-way permit for RWD #10 to bore 1000 & Wichita Rd.  He also advised that they will begin work this week to replace the Courthouse sewer line.  He also informed that two bridge replacements on 500 Rd. West of Harper Rd. is scheduled to begin in May.  He presented an employment application for an open motor grader position, and the Commission agreed by consensus to hire Zack Mahaffey.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the right-of-way permit for RWD #10 as presented.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

COIN-TOSS FOR BENEDICT CITY COUNCIL:

Due to a tie-vote on April 7th between Becky Bockover & Dave Parker for Benedict City Council with two write-in votes respectively, the Commission decided that Dave would be heads and Becky would be tails.  Commissioner Lair tossed the coin and it landed heads up, therefore Dave Parker was elected.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Sheriff Pete Figgins & Undersheriff Dana Moodie, discussed their current transport vehicle & requested purchasing the used 2008 Dodge Charger from the Fredonia PD in the amount of $8,300.00.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the purchase as presented to be paid from the vehicle capital outlay fund.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, further discussed a proposal to replace the Courthouse roofing system, and the Commission agreed by consensus to have 360 Energy Engineers proceed with obtaining bids.  He also further discussed the cell phone proposal for the Health Dept. which would cancel the county Verizon account, but instead pay the 5 employees a $20.00 per month stipend with an annual cost savings of $513.72.  The Commission agreed by consensus to approve the stipend for the Health Dept. Administrator & Emergency Preparedness Coordinator only.  He also submitted a letter of support for a grant that the Health Dept. is applying for to implement the Community Health Improvement Plan, and the letter was approved by signature.  He also discussed the KDOT federal funds exchange program with the Commission, and submitted a quote from A-1 Electric to install electrical outlets in the 911 Dispatch Communications Room in the amount of $355.04, which was approved by consensus.  He also reported that the complaint regarding a waterway on 1300 Rd. East of US-75 was viewed by Norm Bowers, KAC Local Road Engineer, and he determined that the waterway was constructed properly.  He also viewed an issue on 2000 & Kingman Rd. near the Verdigris River.
