ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve Resolution #961 rescinding Resolution #755 accessing the severed mineral tax rate from $25.00 to $15.00 per acre effective for tax year 2012. Commissioner Lambert seconded the motion, motion carried.

Kirk Hartnett, Corrections Administrator met with the Commissioners. The following items were discussed: inmate population log of 44 inmates consisting of 4 inmates from Sedgwick County, 1 inmate from Montgomery County and 1 inmate from Chautauqua County.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed a request from RWD #10 to allow a portion of their waterline replacement project adjacent to the King property near 2100 & Ness Rd.  The Commission approved the request by consensus, contingent upon the right-of-way permit.  He also presented the pasture lease agreement with Karen Miller to lease the pasture located at 10514 Harper Rd.  He also requested the purchase of a 2004 Chevrolet 4X4 Blazer with 29,000 miles for $9,000.00 from Kansas Federal & State Surplus Property, which will be for general county business use of county employees, and can replace the 1997 Ford Explorer.  He also reported that May 1st is the deadline for the Rural Opportunity Zone funds commitment to the Kansas Dept. of Commerce, and no donations have been received.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the pasture lease agreement with Karen Miller for one year. Commissioner Lambert seconded the motion, motion carried.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to purchase the 2004 Chevrolet Blazer for $9,000.00 from Kansas federal & state surplus property.  Commissioner Richardson seconded motion, motion passed.
