The Board of County Commissioners, three members, Rhonda Willard, County Clerk and Kris Marple, County Coordinator, met in regular session at 2:00 p.m. in the Commission room.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Walker led the flag salute.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the minutes of May 6, 2013 as presented and the meeting agenda as amended.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor and Bradley Diehl, Assistant Road & Bridge Supervisor submitted their weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  The following items were discussed: changing oil for Sheriff’s Office vehicles, request for rocking Decatur Road, well in ditch on Gove Road, chip & seal and Post Rock has installed culverts without permits.  The Commission approved by consensus to amend the hours of operation & work schedules for Road & Bridge personnel to 4 days, 10 hours a week effective on June 3, 2013.  It was noted that employees would be scheduled so that the Road & Bridge Dept. would still be operating 5 days per week.  They also reported on a training meeting they attended last week.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT REPORT:
Todd Durham, Health Department Administrator discussed Project 17 work group in Iola, Thursday, May 23rd there will be a Community Health Assessment, School Nurse contract, wage increase for Diane Bowen who has finished her introductory period, purchase of supplies for School Vaccine Clinic and reported on the Governor’s Health Conference. He also presented the Public Health Preparedness Grant which was approved by consensus.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to approve the School Nurse contract with USD #387 in the amount of $15,247.50. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve a wage increase of $0.47 per hour, from $9.00 to $9.47 for Diane Bowen effective May 13th. Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

FREDONIA BUSINESS WOMEN:
A group of Fredonia Business Women discussed fixing flower beds at the Clock Tower. They asked the Commission to fix the water line to the clock tower, and Nick said he would look for the leak and that the line should be able to be fixed at minimal cost with the assistance of Road & Bridge.

SHERIFF REPORT:
Pete Figgins, Sheriff and Dana Moodie, Undersheriff presented their monthly report. The following items were discussed:  riding lawn mower bids, trading old guns for new guns, vehicle repairs and prices of new vehicles. The Commissioners asked them to come back with more information on vehicles.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to accept the Fughum Sales bid of $1,799.95 for a new Husqvarna lawn tractor with a 48 inch cut.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to approve the Sheriff’s Office to participate in the KDOT Step Program. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried

He also discussed a letter of request for reimbursement of $4,445.00 for septic tank/lagoon repair expenses at the Silvey residence from Larry Marshall.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve $2,500.00 reimbursement to Larry Marshall.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
