The Board of County Commissioners, three members, Rhonda Willard, County Clerk and Kris Marple, County Coordinator, met in regular session at 2:00 p.m. in the Commission room.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Lair called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Lair led the flag salute.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the minutes of March 10, 2014 as presented and the meeting agenda as presented.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

APPRAISER REPORT:

Jessica Munds, Field Appraiser discussed Cherokee Wells abatement in the amount of $130,144.32. She also informed them of classes she took last week.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Nick Lewis, Maintenance Supervisor discussed the north entrance awning at the Courthouse needing to be replaced, it was decided that Road & Bridge would build a new awning.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  

The following items were discussed: ditching, clearing brush, signs, flat bed for signs & post truck and further discussed getting a loader. He also informed Commissioners he would be meeting with Enbridge Pipeline on Tuesday regarding rock for the County. He also reported that the City of Buffalo wanted to buy 100 ton of re-mill from the County at $2.50 a ton, which the Commission agreed to.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the lease purchase of a Komatsu loader not to exceed $150,000.00. Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Todd Durham, Health Administrator informed the Commissioners that he had received only one application for Environmental Specialist which he will be interviewing on Thursday. He also informed the Commissioners that he had five applications so far for the nurse position.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Pete Figgins, Sheriff and Dana Moodie, Undersheriff discussed getting the labels on the fire doors at the LEC as required by the Fire Marshall. They also discussed an employee resigning and that the fans not working above the showers at the LEC. The Commissioners discussed Road & Bridge purchasing one of the old Sheriff’s Patrol trucks for a sign truck. The Sheriff discussed pay increases for his department; the Commissioners advised that only introductory period raises will be given this year due to that employees received a 3% COLA in January.
ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve introductory pay increases for Ryan Miller of $.50 from $10.50 to $11.00 a hour, Clarence Snyder of $.26 a hour, from $13.39 to #13.65 and Brian Helkenberg  of $.50 a hour, $13.39 to $13.89 a hour grader rebuild.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented interest rate quotes received for the CAT motor grader rebuild.  Community National Bank offered 2.47% for five years and First Neodesha Bank offered 2.25% for five years.  He also further discussed the Conservation District’s Salt Creek Project.  He also discussed his weekly schedule with the Commission.
ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the interest rate quote from First Neodesha Bank of 2.25% for five years for the CAT motor grader rebuild.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  Commissioner Lair abstained.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to contribute $2,000.00 to the Salt Creek Project.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
