COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS/JUVENILE JUSTICE AUTHORITY:
 Phil Young, CC/JJA Director, Mary Tucker, Asst. Director, Chief Judge Daniel Crietz, Judge David Rogers, and Judge Thomas Saxton discussed a proposal for Wilson County becoming their fiscal county for CC/JJA programs.  The Commission consented to the proposal if the other counties in the Judicial District agreed to rotate the fiscal county designation every 5 years.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Dan Bath, Sheriff, and Madeleine Hartnett, Office Administrator presented their weekly report. The following items were discussed: jail population, 62 inmates, 27 from Sedgwick County, 1 from Montgomery County, 1 from Chautauqua County and 2 from the City of Fredonia. They also discussed the current status of their budget. They also informed that they are using a volunteer as an intern for Corrections this week.

NOXIOUS WEEDS REPORT:

Steve Finley, Noxious Weeds Controller discussed estimating the County noxious weed count for the State. He also discussed inventory of chemicals and winterizing the truck and sprayer.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed the employee lay-off rehire policy.  The Commission agreed by consensus that an employee who is laid off and is rehired would not be considered a new hire.
