CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Lair called the meeting to order.

MINUTES:

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the agenda as amended, and approve the minutes of April 20, 2015 as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPT. REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  He also reported that the dump truck has been repaired for approximately $12,750.00.  He presented the KDOT annual bridge inspections letter of agreement from Cook, Flatt & Strobel Engineers in the amount of $1,050.00.  The Commission agreed by consensus to obtain quotes for a new ditch mower.  He also submitted a request for a $0.50 per hour pay increase for Jeremy Chism due to adding him as an equipment operator.  He also gave an update on bridge repairs to the Commission.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the KDOT annual bridge inspection letter of agreement with CFS Engineers as presented.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the pay increase for Jeremy Chism as presented.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

FOLEY EQUIPMENT COMPANY:

Rodney Warren & Archie Moffet, Foley Equipment Company, gave an update on the rebuilt 12H motor grader repairs & discussed the expired warranty as of August 2014, but Foley has agreed to pay for the repairs under the expired warranty due to a part factory recall.  They also discussed rebuilding another 12H motor grader, and proposed selling a used Volvo motor grader & purchasing a 12H or 120M CAT motor grader in the future.

FENCE DISPUTE HEARING:

At 3:00 p.m. Commissioner Lair opened a fence dispute hearing between Art & Sidna Small vs. John Floyd.  The Smalls presented their side of the dispute & complaint against John Floyd for not maintaining his portion of the fence & not paying his portion of the new fence.  John Floyd was not present for the hearing.  It was noted that on March 26, 2015 a certified letter was mailed to both parties giving notice of the hearing.  Commissioner Lair closed the hearing @ 3:40 p.m.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to grant The Small’s request and ordered that John Floyd pay his half of the new fence costs.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented a letter from the County Attorney to the Commission requesting to add a $25.00 per diversion application fee for the diversion coordinator compensation in lieu of hiring a new employee.  The Commission approved by consensus the diversion coordinator compensation as presented.  He also informed the Commission that the City of Fredonia Bartlett Building demolition totaled 783.63 tons disposed of at the County’s construction & demolition landfill.
