The Board of County Commissioners, three members, Rhonda Willard, County Clerk and Kris Marple, County Coordinator met in regular session at 3:00 p.m. in the Commission room.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Walker led the flag salute.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve the minutes of November 28th and this week’s agenda as amended. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

COUNTY HEALTH INSURANCE:

Dick Osterbuhr, and Sandy Cox, Data Processor discussed the County’s health insurance renewal with Preferred Health Insurance, and presented quotes from Blue Cross/Blue Shield.
ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to stay with Preferred Health with the same benefit levels as 2011 and a 3% decrease in the premium for 2012.  Commissioner Lambert seconded the motion, motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Dave Parker, Road & Bridge Supervisor presented his weekly report. The following items were discussed: asphalt zipper, truck repair, work done on roads and safety training.

GIS:

Sandy Cox, GIS Director discussed if Community Correction & JJ would be eligible for flex savings and other county benefits.  The Commission advised that they would be eligible as long as it is paid for by their funds. She also discussed her retirement after the first of year and it was decided that she would be working part-time with GIS and 911 addressing after her retirement in order for her to train other employees on how to use the programs & systems.

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Kirk Hartnett, Corrections Supervisor presented the Sheriff’s weekly report. The following items were discussed; jail inmate population log of 52 inmates consisting of 15 inmates from Sedgwick County, 1 inmate from Montgomery County, and 1 inmate from Chautauqua County.  They also presented purchase orders #2011-03 for fuel to Larned & #2011-03 for new battery for corrections van totaling $150.00, which were both approved by consensus.
The Commissioners requested that Sheriff Bath come to the Commissioners room to talk to landowners Eddie Henley, David, Deborah and Sarah Lowe concerning the cattle running at large in the north part of the County. After much discussion the Commissioners requested that the Sheriff to contact area cowboys to round up the cattle and take them to the Fredonia sale barn.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

Annette Cranmer, Treasurer discussed with the Commissioners the Sheriff’s office furlough personnel work as security for her office during the tax collection period, which pay would come out of her budget.

FLEX SAVINGS ACCOUNT FOR 2012:

ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve up to $600.00 for the flex savings account per benefit eligible employee and to be self funded with the carry-over balance from 2011. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

 2011 YEAR END EMPLOYEE BONUS:

ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve the following employee bonuses in lieu of 2011 pay increase with the Commissioners declining the bonus.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.  The employee bonus breakdown is as follows, which will be paid from the 2011 EMC insurance dividend proceeds:
Heads of Department- $250.00

Full-time employees - $200.00 employed at least 6 months with successful completion of introductory period.

Full-time employees - $100.00 employed less than 6 months.

Part-time employee   - $100.00 who will work 1000 hours or more this year.

Part-time employee   - $ 50.00 who will work less than 1000 hours this year.

The bonuses will be given to employees on the December 14th pay day.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed the KDOL Shared Work program application, which the Commission approved by consensus.  He also discussed the Rural Opportunity Zone, and presented an ADA sidewalk & curb quote from Vaughn Koehn, which was tabled until further information is obtained.  The county’s toll-free number was also discussed.  The County Clerk requested that another office answer the calls, due to that her office was no longer willing to.  The Commission asked that the cost of an automated system be researched.
