 OFFICIAL MINUTES

February 15, 2012
The Board of County Commissioners, two members, and Kris Marple, County Coordinator met in regular session at 3:00 p.m. in the Commission room.  Commissioner Lambert arrived at 3:15 p.m.  County Clerk Rhonda Willard was absent.  The regular scheduled meeting for Monday, February 13, 2012 was postponed to Wednesday, February 15, 2012 due to illness.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Walker led the flag salute.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the minutes of February 6, 2012 as presented and the meeting agenda as amended. Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
Dale Price, Price Automotive, expressed his concerns about the maintenance of the Sheriff Dept. vehicles, especially during the end of the year when there is a budget shortage.  He also agreed that some, but not all of the vehicles need replacement.  The Commission explained that no vehicle maintenance requests were denied nor were any submitted during the end of 2011 by the Sheriff.  They thanked him for expressing his views.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Dave Parker, Road & Bridge Supervisor presented a request from Wayne Newton to chip & seal 900 feet of 1000 Rd. in front of his residence.  The Commission agreed by consensus that a permit be prepared with the required specifications for approval at the next meeting.  They stressed that the permit would only be approved if the petitioner agreed to and complied with the road maintenance requirements, and that it would on an experimental basis to be observed for up to 12 months after completion.  Dave also informed the Commission that a multi-county asphalt striping proposal is in the process, and he will keep them informed of the progress.

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Sheriff Dan Bath submitted the inmate population log consisting of 2 inmates from Sedgwick County, 1 inmate from Montgomery County, and 3 inmates from Chautauqua County.  He and several deputy sheriffs’s also inquired about pay increases for 2012, and expressed their disagreement with the approved Sheriff’s budget for deputy payroll versus the amount requested.  The Commission explained that even had they approved the payroll budget as requested it still would be insufficient to meet the Sheriff’s pay increase requests for the deputies.  A lengthy discussion followed, and the Commission thanked them for their input.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to recess to Executive Session at 5:23 p.m. for 10 minutes to discuss matters of non-elected personnel pertaining to employee personal reasons with Cindy Mitchell, Deputy Appraiser, and Kris Marple, Coordinator present.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  The regular session resumed at 5:33 p.m. with no action taken.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented the revised ADA project proposal, which was tabled until further information can be obtained.  He also presented the emergency preparedness coordinator job description & application notice, which was approved by consensus for publication.  He also presented the Twin Rivers Vending proposal, which was approved by consensus.  He also submitted a Warranty Deed for signature, Resolution #956, and 2012 employee pay increase requests.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve the Warranty Deed as presented deeding unused right-of-way to Pierpoint Farms.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve Resolution #956 appointing Duane Banzet as Interim Emergency Preparedness Coordinator until further notice.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.


ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve a 3% cost of living adjustment pay increase to all eligible county employees for 2012, effective Jan. 1st, with the exception of the County Commissioners, who respectively declined the increase.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

1. Reports received: jail inmate log, Appraiser, Clerk, Coordinator, and Treasurer fee reports.
2. Approved warrants in the amount of $206,411.41.
3. 911 Dispatch was approved for 8 hours of overtime per pay period until a new dispatcher is hired.
