MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve the minutes of November 19th, 2012 as presented and the meeting agenda as amended.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Dave Parker, Road & Bridge Supervisor, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  The following items were discussed: repaired guard rail damaged last week & sent a bill to A-Lert Construction for the repairs and had been in contact with Randy Poole of Jackson County about selling the asphalt zipper.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Dr. Jennifer McKenney, Health Officer, Todd Durham, Health Department Administrator and Bill Gillen, Environmental Specialist presented their weekly report. The following items were discussed: amendments to be made to the Wilson County Sanitary Code as recommended and required by KHDE before they would approve changes in the Code, which were approved by consensus by the Commission. Dean Silvey discussed the three different septic systems that have been tried on his property. He stated the line from his house to the system is holding water. The Commission asked Todd if the system was working, Todd stated that it was and has been approved. The Commission stated that they were in agreement with the Health Dept. and after further argument from Mr. Silvey he was asked to leave the meeting room.

REPRESENTATIVE FORREST KNOX:
Representative Knox discussed upcoming legislative matters with the Commissioners.  The Commission requested that he oppose any legislation that would redefine trade fixtures or reclassify real estate as personal property, similar to House Substitute for SB 59 during the 2012 session.

Ed Henley discussed cattle at large in Webster Township coming from Woodson County and what can be done about it. He stated that he was calling both County Sheriff Offices when they are sighted on his property. The Commissioners said he could round them up and take them to the Sale Barn.

2012 YEAR END EMPLOYEE BONUS:
