The Board of County Commissioners, three members, and Kris Marple, County Coordinator, met in regular session at 2:00 p.m. in the Commission room.  Rhonda Willard, County Clerk, was absent.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Lair called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Lair led the flag salute.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the minutes of October 27, 2014 as presented and the meeting agenda as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPT. REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor, submitted the weekly repair & service summary report.  He also gave an update on mowing the asphalt roads for winter.  He informed the Commission that New Albany Rd. overlay is completed, and the Coyville Rd. overlay will begin on Tuesday.  He also gave a report on the landfill truck repairs, and that the landfill trailer dollies need replaced.  The Commission approved by consensus to replace the landfill trailer dollies.  They also discussed a complaint about road grading, and that the rock trucks were not being tarped.

APPRAISER’S DEPT. REPORT:

Jessica Porter, Deputy Appraiser, informed the Commission that she will take one more certification exam on November 19th.  They also further discussed vehicle replacement for the Appraiser’s Dept.

RESOLUTIONS #2014-016 & #2014-017:
John Gutshenritter discussed with the Commission the Wilson County Medical Center’s proposal to refinance some of their Hospital Revenue Bonds in the amount of $4,700,000.00.  It was reiterated that there would be no indebtedness to the County.  Two resolutions were prepared by Gilmore & Bell, bond counsel, for approval by the Commission.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve Resolutions #2014-016 & #2014-017 as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

2015 HEALTH INSURANCE PLAN RENEWAL:

Dick Osterbuhr, Insurance Broker, presented the 2015 health insurance plan renewal from Coventry Health Care to the Commission.  He also discussed the summary of the employee benefits survey.  Overall, the coverage will remain the same with the exception of increasing the deductible from $2,000.00 to $3,000.00, but the County will pay for the last $1,000.00 of deductible which will result in a decrease in premium of 4.5%.  The flexible spending accounts will remain at $600.00 per eligible employee.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the 2015 health insurance plan renewal & employee flexible spending account as presented.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, gave an update on the Enbridge Pipeline settlement agreement.  Enbridge made a counter offer of $473,324.70, but the Commission tentatively agreed by consensus to settle for $490,033.70 for unpaid permit fees and asphalt road repairs contingent upon if Enbridge agrees.  He also submitted a request for two new console chairs for 911 Dispatch, and a new HB4 Plus box for position one.  The requests were approved by consensus.  He also presented the SEKRJDC quarterly report.

OTHER BUSINESS: 
1. Reports received: Road & Bridge, Appraiser, Coordinator, and Health Dept. fee reports.
2. Matthew Keller, Liberty National Life, presented an employee life insurance plan to the Commission for review.  It was tabled until the next meeting.
3. It was noted that the Wilson County Jail received 9 inmates to house for the Kansas Dept. of Corrections.
