The Commissioners asked why we needed the ambulance for a command center when Fredonia and Neodesha both would let the County use theirs upon request.  The Commissioners also instructed the Sheriff to have non-exempt hourly employees use time clocks before next payroll.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve an agreement with Pratt County Community College for nursing students to receive clinical experience at the Wilson County Health Department. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.
