CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to approve the minutes of July 22, 2013 as presented and the meeting agenda as presented.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ENBRIDGE PIPELINE:

Carolyn Flynn, Permit Specialist for Enbridge Pipeline submitted 23 right-of-way permits for approval.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to approve the permits as presented with fees in the amount of $209,515.00.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor and Brad Diehl, Asst. Supervisor, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  They also submitted proposals for two aluminum box bridges on 500 Rd. & one on Udall Rd. in the amount of $32,538.87.  The proposals were tabled.  They reported that a bridge between Barber & Chase on 1500 Rd. was damaged, and recommended it be temporarily closed until an aluminum box bridge can be ordered & installed.  The Commission agreed by consensus to add a John Deere motor grader, Massey tractor, and Komatsu track hoe to the Purplewave list.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to temporarily close the bridge between Barber & Chase on 1500 Rd. and replace it with an aluminum box bridge.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Neva Diklich, Jessica Munds & Mark Low met the Commission to discuss the vacant county appraiser appointment.  The Commission tentatively agreed to appoint Mark Low as county appraiser for $2,000.00 per month effective August 1st.  A Resolution & agreement will be prepared for approval at the next meeting.  They also discussed Jessica Munds’ RMA certification status & schedule.
